• You must provide the IMU with your Learning Agreement (LA), i.e., your contract with the hosting foreign university

• Handling teaching-related aspects

• Approval of equivalences between courses at the hosting foreign university and courses at Polimi

• You must ask your academic responsible for signing your LA, and you must give him/her your official list of
correspondences between the courses you’ll attend at the hosting university and the courses at Polimi

BOARD AT BIOMEDICAL ENGINEERING
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The members of the board for the Erasmus/Time/Double degree programmes support students 
in the process of building their plan of study abroad and their LA. 

Yet, the initial selection of the courses to be attended at the host institution is a duty of the 
students. To this aim, students can exploit the information available:

• On the official website of the host university
• In the on-line archive of previous resolutions on mobility applications available on Polimi website
• In the archive of previous study plans and resolutions available at the BIO Student Secretariat (building 20, 

ground floor).

CCS DUTIES
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• Checking the courses offered by the host institution

• Obtaining consistency between plan of studies, learning agreement, and rules set by the biomedical 
engineering ccs 

• Respecting deadlines as described in the mobility call. remember that

YOUR DUTIES

• From polimi’s standpoint your OLA must be ready and approved before you leave

• The host institution may ask you to respect an earlier deadline and for extra documentation
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Once you have identified a course you want to attend at the host institution during your mobility, you need to:

• Verify if previous resolutions exist for that course; if these exist, and if the content of the relevant courses 
has not meaningfully changed, you can add the course to your OLA. Still, you must check with your 
academic advisor how the course fits into your OLA as a whole.

• If no previous resolution exists

• Collect the details of the course offered by the host institution (contents, ECTS credits, class hours and 
home assignments, organization into classes/activities in the lab/etc);

• Identify the courses offered at Polimi that could be equivalent to the course you selected at the host 
university

• Based on contents and credits, discuss with your academic responsible the correspondences you 
identified. He/she will give you a feedback

• In case of doubt, your academic responsible  will reach out to the Professors of the relevant Polimi
courses and ask for their opinion

IMPORTANT RULES

IMPORTANT RULES
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• The Polimi Project course can be equivalent to a design/lab activity at the host university.

• You must write a report on the activity and certify the corresponding amount of hours (200 hours at 
least).

• You must agree with the Project course Professor at Polimi on a strategy to allow him/her for 
monitoring your activity throughout the semester.

• You must take your final defence at Polimi, where you’ll present your activity to a commission.

• Note: choose wisely the design/lab activity at the host institution. The quality of this activity is 
important.

A SPECIAL CASE: PROJECT (I.E., CORSO PROGETTO)
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• Provide the IMU with the certificate of the exams taken at the host institution (i.e., the Transcript of 
Records or ToR)

• The IMU will receive your ToR also from the host institution. When that happens, ask for your return to 
Polimi to be registered

• Once notified by the IMU via e-mail, ask your academic responsible for a meeting and go to him/her with

a) a copy of your ToR and LA

b) piano delle corrispondenze (originally stored at the BIO Student Secretariat)

c) a copy of the details of course attended at the host institution and added to your LA once you left 
Polimi in the first place

d) the corresponding previous resolutions/approvals by Polimi professors

• Together with you, your academic responsible will verify the consistency between the original study 
plan/LA with and the documentation you are presenting at your return, and he/she will record the exams 
passed at the host institution and convert the corresponding grades.

BACK AT POLIMI
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LA CONVERSIONE DEI VOTI

EXTRACT FROM CURRENT MOBILITY RULES

WATCH OUT:

● Statistically meaningful data on the grades obtained by 
Polimi students in the past are not available for each host 
university. When these data are missing, grades are 
converted also based on their statistical distribution, as 
indicated by European guidelines

● The grades to be converted are those reported on the 
Transcript of Records

● Once back at Polimi, you can drop those grades you feel 
you can improve and take the exam again at Polimi

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LA CONVERSIONE DEI VOTI: N ESAMI ESTERI PER 1 ESAME POLIMI

In case of multiple exams at the host Institution mapped on a single exam at Polimi

• Did you pass all the relevant exams at the partner Institution?

• IF YES: credits and marks can be assigned at Polimi; the mark at Polimi will be the weigthed
average of the marks at the host Instituion, the weights being the credits

• IF NOT: credits and marks cannot be assigned. Partial marks can be “saved” if the corresponding 
exam at the host Institution clearly corresponds to the module of an integrated course at Polimi

“SPECIAL” MOBILITY
AGREEMENTS
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Some specific mobility agreements can have peculiar features/conditions. For instance:

SPECIAL MOBILITY AGREEMENTS 

• University of Strasbourg – HealthTech Track

- 1 full academic year (1 semester courses only, 1 semester thesis)

- focused on AI, robotics, robot-assisted surgery

- you cannot pick single courses, but clusters of courses

- refer to Emiliano Votta to have information prior to applying

Case i - exams

- You can only move to Institutions with no active Exchange Programme agreed upon with Polimi

- you still need to be enrolled at Polimi and to apply for mobility through the online system

- you still have to prepare a learning agreement

- you cannot have an Erasmus scholarship and all the expenses are up to you 

- You do not need to cope with Erasmus calls deadlines (but still you have some deadlines)

Case ii - thesis

- you still need to be enrolled at Polimi and to apply for mobility through the online system

- you have to identify a Polimi Professor who’ll be your official internal advisor

- The identified Professor will have to approve your application  
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
